Special Presentation: Overview of Draft U.S. Address Data Standard
(Cheryl Benjamin)
Since 2001, the NYS Standards & Data Coordination Work Group (S/DCWG) has been heavily involved in the review of several releases of the Federal Geographic Data Committee’s (FGDC) Address Data Content Standard.  In 2005, URISA, in partnership with the National Emergency Numbering Association (NENA), formed an Address Standards Working Group and took over the development of the Address Standard.  The working group expanded the standard from a Data Content Standard to one that includes sections on Data Classification, Data Quality, and Data Exchange.  The S/DCWG participated as reviewers of the 2005 and 2006 draft releases.  The working group is almost ready to present the completed standard to FGDC. 

Anticipating a public release of the standard within the next several months, the S/DCWG needs to be brought up to date on the standard. Cheryl will review the power point presentation given by the Address Standards Working Group at the August 2009 URISA/NENA Addressing Conference. In addition, changes in the standard that potentially could be applied to the NYS Streets data will be discussed. A subcommittee will be formed to look into additional issues identified during the meeting and to begin reviewing a pre-release version of the draft US Address Data Standard.
